e Flame Burns — from contact with fire * Chemical Burns — from chemical contact
e Scalds — from hot liquids or steam * Electrical Burns — from live electrical wires
e Contact Burns — from hot objects e Ultraviolet Burns — from the sun or sun lamps

To What Degree . ..

1st Degree Burns — minor & quick healing. Symptoms: red skin, tender, sore.
2nd Degree Burns — serious & require prompt medical treatment. Symptoms: blistering skin, extremely painful.
3rd Degree Burns — severe, require immediate medical treatment. Symptoms: white, brown, charred tissue, little or no pain initially.
