STATE FIRE MARSHAL ISSUES
UPDATES ON FIREWORKS INCIDENTS

The Division of State Fire Marshal (SFM) today announced that at least 12 fireworks investigations were con-
ducted throughout Ohio near the Independence Day weekend. Four people were injured in fireworks incidents,
two fireworks-related fires were reported and more than 2,000 pounds of fireworks were seized. There may have
been additional fireworks-related incidents that have not yet been reported to the SFM.

A 9-year-old was injured when her shirt caught on fire while waving a sparkler. Bottle rockets injured a Scioto
County man when he accidentally ignited more than a dozen of the fireworks stored in his back pocket and two
other Ohio men were injured in separate incidents while igniting 1.4g fireworks. The Division of State Fire
Marshal also carried out large seizures in Gallia and Meigs Counties. Fireworks-related fires were reported in

Cincinnati and Girard.

"The Division of State Fire Marshal worked around the clock leading up to and including the July 4 holiday
weekend in an effort to keep Ohio's citizens safe and to prevent the possession and use of illegal fireworks," said
Interim State Fire Marshal Donald Cooper. "Despite our best efforts, injuries still occurred which further under-
scores just how dangerous these explosive devices can be." The Division of State Fire Marshal continues to
remind citizens that the safest way to enjoy fireworks is to attend licensed exhibitions.

Under Ohio law, only a licensed manufacturer or wholesaler can sell consumer, or 1.4g, fireworks. Anyone
over the age of 18 may purchase these items, but must sign a form certifying that the purchaser will transport
the fireworks outside the state of Ohio within 48 hours. 1.4g fireworks cannot be discharged legally in the state

of Ohio.

Professional, or 1.3g, fireworks, can only be sold by a licensed manufacturer, wholesaler, or under limited cir-
cumstances, an out-of-state shipper. Professional fireworks can only be sold to a licensed manufacturer, whole-
saler or exhibitor. These fireworks can only be discharged by a licensed exhibitor in accordance with Ohio laws

regarding exhibitions.

The following fireworks-related incidents are currently under investigation by the Division of State Fire
Marshal or were reported to the State Fire Marshal by Wednesday, July 7, 2010:

June 25, 2010

Racine (Meigs County)

700 pounds of illegal fireworks
seized

The Division of State Fire Marshal
seized more than 700 pounds of
illegal 1.4g fireworks after under-
cover agents made a $200 pur-
chase from the sellers. Once the
undercover purchase was complet-
ed, investigators made contact with
the sellers who voluntarily surren-
dered the remaining fireworks
without incident. The State Fire
Marshal presented the case to the
Meigs County Prosecutor's Office.

June 29, 2010

Gallipolis (Gallia County)

1,000 Pounds of illegal fireworks
seized

Division of State Fire Marshal
investigators confiscated more
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than 1,000 pounds of 1.4g fire-
works from a lawn and garden
business in Gallipolis. The fire-
works were being sold from the
store without a license. The fire-
works, valued at approximately
$15,000, were removed from the
store and the owner was charged

with illegal possession of fireworks.

That charge is a misdemeanor of
the first degree, punishable by up
to a $1,000 fine or six months in
jail.

July 1, 2010
Elyria (Lorain County)
16 boxes of fireworks seized

Elyria Fire and Police investigators
seized 16 boxes of fireworks, most
of which were being sold illegally,
from a street corner fireworks
booth. The fireworks were surren-
dered without incident and the
investigation is continuing.

July 2, 2010
Albany / Paigeville (Meigs County)
$1,200 of illegal fireworks seized

Division of State Fire Marshal and
local authorities received informa-
tion that a family was preparing a
large fireworks display that was to
be open to the community.
Investigators seized approximately
$1,200 worth of fireworks before
the show could take place. The
family cooperated with investiga-
tors and surrendered the 1.4g fire-
works without incident.

July 2, 2010

Clinton Township (Franklin County)
300 pounds of illegal fireworks
seized

Franklin County Sheriff's Deputies
and Clinton Township Police seized
approximately 300 pounds of fire-
works being illegally sold from a



community outreach van. An
anonymous tip led authorities to
the fireworks, which have been
turned over to the Division of State
Fire Marshal for destruction.

July 2, 2010

Girard (Trumbull County)
House fire caused by improper
disposal of fireworks

In a holiday weekend event, the
occupant of the home at 2541
Chestnut Street in Girard was
igniting fireworks in his yard and
disposed of them in a plastic
garbage container. Just after 11
p-m., a neighbor noticed a fire
spreading up the west side of the
home and into the attic from the
garbage container. The neighbor
woke the occupant who was then
able to help his fiancé and son to
escape the burning home. State
Fire Marshal investigators deter-
mined that the improper disposal
of the fireworks caused the fire.
The occupant cooperated with
investigators during the investiga-
tion and surrendered the remain-
ing 1.4g fireworks, which will

be destroyed. No charges are
expected.

July 2, 2010
Radnor (Delaware County)
$800 worth of fireworks seized

State Fire Marshal investigators
received complaints about a fire-
works exhibition at a private resi-
dence that had been staged in pre-
vious years. The complainants
stated that the fireworks exhibition
was planned again for 2010.
Investigators asked the property
owner to surrender the fireworks
and he complied without incident.
The case will be presented to the
Delaware County Prosecutor's
Office.

July 2, 2010

Strongsville (Cuyahoga County)
9-year-old girl burned by
sparkler

A 9-year-old girl was severely
burned after a sparkler she was
waving ignited the tank top she
was wearing. The fire caused

severe burns to the child's skin
between her waist and chest. The
girl's 12-year-old brother extin-
guished the flames by hoisting her
into a nearby pool. According to
reports, the children's mother had
gone to bed when the children
decided to play with the sparklers.

July 3, 2010

Carlisle (Warren County)
Fireworks exploded in a mortar
tube causing injury to a man

Division of State Fire Marshal
investigators were called to 235
Nikki Court in Carlisle after it was
reported that a 1.4g fireworks
device had detonated and injured
the adult lighting the fireworks.
Investigators say the man suffered
burns to his arms and chest after
it was determined that he had
either overloaded the mortar tube
or placed the fireworks upside
down into the tube. The man was
also found in possession of 1.3g
fireworks. SFM investigators will be
pursuing charges for illegal use
and possession of fireworks.

July 4, 2010

Cincinnati (Hamilton County)
Sparklers set a Catherine Street
house on fire

The Cincinnati Fire Department
investigated a house fire that was
the result of children playing with
sparklers. The blaze broke out
after lit sparklers ignited the deck
and spread to the back of the
home and into the attic. No one
was injured in the two-alarm fire
which caused more than $80,000
in damage.

July 4, 2010

Wheelersburg (Scioto County)
Bottle rockets ignited in man's
back pocket

The Porter Township Fire
Department responded to a man
injured by bottle rockets that ignit-
ed in his back pocket. The man
was carrying more than a dozen
bottle rockets in his back pocket,
lighting them and throwing them
into the air individually. As he
swung his arm, one lit bottle rock-

et ignited the others in his pocket.
He sustained 2nd and 3rd degree
burns to the backside of his body,
legs, hands and fingers, and he
was transported to a Huntington,
WYV hospital for treatment.

July 5, 2010

McArthur (Vinton County)

Man injured after modifying 1.4g
fireworks

A Vinton County man was injured
after he modified a 1.4g fireworks
device by removing the time delay
fuse and manually lighting a faster
burning fuse. This caused pieces of
the device to ignite causing burns
to the man's face and shoulders.
He was transferred from a local
hospital to a hospital in Columbus
for further treatment. The State
Fire Marshal stresses that no fire-
works, other than trick and novelty
devices, should be ignited within
the State of Ohio and says that
this is an example of what can
happen when a firework is modi-
fied and used in a way that was
not intended. The case will be pre-
sented to the county prosecutor for
consideration of charges.

FIRE AT CEDAR POINT
INJURES 3 FIREFIGHTERS

Tuesday, April 6, 2010
Wednesday, July 7, 2010 A fire in a
maintenance and storage building
at Cedar Point led the amusement
park in northern Ohio to close
three rides and sent three firefight-
ers to the hospital.

Park spokesman Bryan
Edwards says Tuesday night's fire
never put Cedar Point visitors or
employees in danger. He says the
fire in a nonpublic area was report-
ed a little after 8:30 p.m. in a
building housing office supplies
and furniture, plus plumbing and
electrical equipment.

Rides closest to the blaze — the
Power Tower, Corkscrew coaster
and Super Himalaya — were shut
down as a precaution.

Two firefighters were treated for
heat exhaustion, while a third was
injured in a fall.

Fire officials say the building
was a near total loss. The fire's
cause was not immediately clear. B
